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Social Science:
Any course from ANT, ECO, HIS, PSC, PSY, or SOC

Humanities:
Any course from CLS, ENG, MLL, ATH, PHL or AVA
At least one course must be a literature course.
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Some Aspects to Consider:

- In the CCC (Parts A, B, and C), you will take between 10 and 13 courses.

- You can double-count courses taken in Part B with Part C, but you are required to take at least 10 courses in total to complete the Core Curriculum.

- You may also satisfy any of the requirements in Parts B and C with appropriate courses taken on Terms Abroad.
